Course duration/location
The time for completion of this course 
is 18 months. 

You will attend College for one day 
a week for off-the-job training for 
the first year of study and then as 
the chosen pathway demands in the 
second year.

Course breakdown 
All apprentices will complete the 
core training in year one of the 
apprenticeship and will then select 
the relevant pathway to follow for six 
months of the second year.

Who can apply
Apprenticeships are available to all. 
However, due to the nature of the work 
tasks involved in this apprenticeship, 
most apprentices will need to be over 
18. 

You will be assessed for suitability 
using a range of online tests with 
support and guidance offered where 
necessary.

If you have not achieved maths or 
English at D/3/Level 1, you will study 
these subjects to support progression 
and achievement of your chosen 
apprenticeship. Failure to complete 
maths and English will prevent 
progression between apprenticeship 
levels or achieving your overall 
apprenticeship.

Assessment method
You will be assessed throughout the 
duration of the apprenticeship in the 
following ways:

•	 Multiple choice question-based 
exams 

•	 Practical observations 

•	 Written assignments

•	 Online assessment

The onward journey
After successfully completing your 
apprenticeship and having gained 
further work experience within your 
role, you will be in a good position to 
progress into supervisory roles within 
the industry.
